KARIM NAGI is a native Egyptian who has lived in the Boston area for over 20 years. Karim performs primarily Arabic, Turkish and Andalusian hand percussion, including the Egyptian Tabla (goblet drum), Riqq (tambourine) and Segat (brass castanets). 

Karim is a faculty member at the New England Conservatory of Music where he teaches private and group classes as well as at The Middle East Camp in Mendocino, The Simon Shaheen Arabic Music Retreat in the summer of 2003, and the Folk Camp of Tayyar Akdeniz. Karim leads the SHARQ Arabic Music Ensemble performing the classical Arabic instrumental and vocal repertoire. Karim also travels the country presenting his education program called Arabic Music, Dance and Culture to school grades 2 up through the university level. 

Karim developed and currently performs Turbo Tabla: a music and dance show that combines traditional Arabic and Turkish music with modern Electronica and Techno.  Karim dances and teaches Dabka (Arabic Line Dance) and leads the Zaitoun Dabka and Bellydance Overdrive Troupes. Karim also produces the Arabesque Mondays series at Club Passim, bringing Arabic performers from all over the USA to perform at this famous folk club in Harvard Square. Karim is currently signed to ARK 21 records and releases CDs of original and DJ remix music, distributed worldwide by Universal records. His current CD "Turbo Tabla-Bellydance Overdrive" is available in Virgin Records, Borders and Amazon.com.

SEGAT ("zill" finger cymbals):

           Using the techniques of the Egyptian Sufi Zikr, Karim will present the Zills as a 

           classical instrument and not only a dance accessory. Karim has developed a 

           comprehensive zill method that utilizes drum techniques. Students will learn the

           Arabic rhythms by name and how to play them with ambidexterity. Dancers will

           also learn to use the cymbals to communicate rhythms to a band and accent solo

           dancing. Dancers and percussionists of all levels are welcome. Karim promises

           to transform dancers into musicians with his finger cymbal teaching approach.

**DANCERS: PLEASE BRING ZILLS.  DRUMMERS: PLEASE BRING INSTRUMENTS**
 DANCER-DRUMMER COMMUNICATION: 

           Taught in conjunction with Hala, this workshop bridges the gap between the two

           disciplines. Students will learn how to interpret sound into movement by aligning

           body parts and motions with drum sounds and riffs. Once the movement-to-sound

           correspondence is established, students will dance to drum solos. Students will learn

           how to both lead and follow the drummer by maintaining the common language and

           dynamic. Improvisation skills will be encouraged.
