Magda participated in ALL the Reda Troupe shows from 1975 till 1995, in Egypt and all over the world. When Farida Fahmy retired from performing, Magda performed Farida's solos.  She was a star soloist in the Reda Troupe until 1995 when she became full time trainer. She progressed to the head trainer of the Reda Troupe. She taught dance workshops in many European countries including Germany, France, Spain & more. Magda has been teaching Egyptian folkloric dance at the American University in Cairo since 1990.
